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The Transcultural Mental Health Centre, NSW (TMHC) provides a range of services, including a Clinical Consultation and Assessment Service (TMHC CCAS), through which over 140 bilingual mental health clinicians, who speak over 55 community languages, are available to assist any person of CALD background who is resident of NSW.
To inform targeted suicide prevention strategies and programmes, preliminary investigations were undertaken by TMHC which explored:

· expressed suicidal behaviour (for example, suicidal ideation) by people who access the TMHC CCAS,

· TMHC clinician’s cultural understanding of factors which influence client suicidal behaviour.
The paper will outline the importance of such research, in informing both clinical and community based suicide prevention policies and practices targeting members of CALD communities. It will also assist in identifying the clinical training and supervision required for transcultural mental health clinical practice with a focus on managing client expressed suicidal behaviour.
