Suicide and the situation of violence among young indigenous people at the reservation of  Dourados-MS-Brazil

This paper aims to present the situation of the indigenous Guarani people in Mato Grosso do Sul, Brazil
This state has 34 villages relying on camps Guarani and the phenomenon of suicide is found in 28 villages and camp 1 and represents the second largest indigenous population in Brazil, about 60.000 Indians.
The Mato Grosso do Sul has 34 villages and camps Guarani and the phenomenon of suicide is found in 28 villages and 1 campsite. 
The rates of suicide per 100,000 population from 200 to 2007 seconds FUNASA data are 40 times bigger then the national rate.
The state of Mato Grosso do Sul can be read through the Dourados reservation that has the highest rate of suicide among the Guarani people, with about 15,000 habitants living in 3560 hecatres. It is located 10 km from the second largest city in Mato Grosso do Sul, Dourados, with 180,000 inhabitants. 
Considered the most populous Indian reservation in the country, it also has the highest rate of violence, several factors are provided: lack of land, lack of work both inside and outside the Dourados reservation (DR), these factors are very important but beyond them, we add the fact that these people are the "in between", ie between two types of societies, including two forms of economy, a time when rituals are re-read by other behavior, rites of passage from child to adult became the time to go work to cut sugar cane. In this sense both the rituals start taking new forms as the lives of these young adults are creating new social places: young singles. These structural changes create new problems of belonging within communities.
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
