Little research has explored the gambling behaviour of international students in Australia although it is thought that certain groups (e.g., Chinese males) may be particularly vulnerable to excessive gambling (Thomas & Thomas, 2002). It is known that international students can experience a range of stressors related to acculturation, social isolation, academic studies and finances (e.g., Leung, 2001; Ramsay et al., 2007) and research has demonstrated a positive relationship between stressors and gambling problems (e.g., Bergevin et al., 2006). Further, it has been suggested that young students from some cultural groups are reluctant to seek professional help due to unfamiliarity or stigma (Mori, 200). As part of a larger study, this presentation will compare three major cultural groups of international students studying in Australia on stressors, gambling behaviour and help-seeking to see which groups are vulnerable and whether they seek help. Data was collected from 127 international students from Western cultural backgrounds (54 males, M=24.69 years, SD=5.47, 73 females M=24.32 years, SD=5.08), 101 Indian students (77 males M=23.79 years, SD=2.80, 24 females M=23.33, SD=2.32) and 131 Chinese students (48 males M=24.52, SD=3.39, 83 females M=23.64, SD=2.77). Results showed Indian students were more likely to report financial stressors while Chinese students were more likely to experience academic and socio-cultural stressors compared to other groups. Overall gambling was fairly infrequent and, unexpectedly, the three groups did not differ in severity of gambling problems. However, while stressors were unrelated to gambling problems for Western-background students they were significantly positively related for Indian and Chinese students. We also asked about help-seeking in relation to problems, finding that most students had sought at least informal help (e.g., friends, family). Interestingly, we found over half the Chinese students reported seeking both formal and informal help compared to only a third of Western and Indian students.
